The enclosed Alternate Credential NCR forms have been designed for reporting those members
elected by Local Unions as their Local’s alternate delegates. The provisions of Article IV, Section 9,
of the International Union Constitution state that subordinate bodies may elect one alternate for
each delegate. If your Local chooses not to elect alternate delegates, you need not read further and
may discard the enclosed Alternate Credential form. Should your Local decide to elect alternate(s),
please complete the Alternate Credential form following these instructions, after your Local has
held its election for delegates and alternate delegates.

1. Fill in the election date, your Local number
and Local name in the space provided.

2. Most Local Unions prioritize the order in
which alternates serve based upon the elec-

tion results. Following determination of which
members have been elected as delegate(s), the
member obtaining the next greatest number

of votes becomes the first alternate, the mem-
ber with the second highest number of votes
becomes the second alternate, etc. Therefore, the
credential has been designed so that your Local
may advise us of this prioritized order. Under the
space for first alternate, you should enter the
name, AFSCME Member Number found on the
2008-09 membership card from the International

Pages 1 & 4 - Golden Gate Bridge, took four years to build, and opened in 1937.
Today, more than 800 workers represented by 10 different unions work for the
Golden Gate transit district. Maintaining the bridge takes 17 ironworkers and

38 painters year-round.

Page 5 - San Francisco nighttime skyline from the East Bay with Sutro Tower, a
television antenna built in 1971 (far left); the Ferry Building at the foot of Market
Street (center with lighted clock tower); and the TransAmerica Pyramid in the
Financial District (right).

Page 13* - San Francisco as seen from Marin County.

Page 14a* - Alcatraz Island, aka “the Rock,” home to the oldest operating
lighthouse on the West Coast and the now-abandoned federal penitentiary that
operated from 1934 to 1963;

Page 14b - The Castro Theatre, built in 1922, has become the landmark of the
Castro District, which has been the home of San Francisco’s gay community since
the 1960s. Harvey Milk, who owned a photo store on Castro Street, was the first
openly gay man in America to win elected office when he joined the SF City Board
of Supervisors in 1977. Milk and Mayor George Moscone were assassinated in their
City Hall offices in 1978;

Page 14c - Moscone West entrance on 4th Street. Moscone West, built in 2003, is
one of three halls that are part of Moscone Center, named after George Moscone,
a former San Francisco mayor who was assassinated in 1978. The other two halls
(Moscone North and Moscone South) are underground at the nearby Yerba Buena
Gardens.

Page 15a* — Ghirardelli Square, home of the Ghirardelli chocolate factory;
Page 15b - Coit Tower on Telegraph Hill in North Beach, built in 1933 to honor
firefighters who battled the fires started by the 1906 earthquake;

Page 15¢c* - Mission Delores at 3371 16th St., built in 1776, the oldest intact
building in San Francisco;

Page 15d — AT&T Park, home of the San Francisco Giants baseball club,
celebrating its 50th year since moving from New York in 1958.

Page 16a* - Moscone West, 4th and Howard Streets entrance — the Moscone
Center’s employees are represented by 10 different unions;

Page 16b - Yerba Buena Gardens, looking east, with the San Francisco Museum
of Modern Art at 151 Third St. in background;

Page 16c - Yerba Buena Gardens, looking north, with St. Patrick’s Church
at 756 Mission St., dating from 1851, founded to serve San Francisco's Irish
community, in background;

Page 16d* - Moscone West, Level 2, where a large solar electricity
system, installed on the roof of the center in March 2004, delivers the
equivalent energy to power 8,500 homes.

Page 20 - A cable car heading east on California Street with the
TransAmerica Pyramid at 600 Montgomery St. to the left. At
853 feet, the TransAmerica Pyramid, completed in 1972, is the
tallest and most recognizable skyscraper in San Francisco.

Page 21 — Alamo Square’s "“Painted Ladies,” also known as “postcard
row” at Hayes and Steiner Streets.

Page 26* - San Francisco International Airport, 13 miles south of
downtown. Opened in 1927, it is the second largest airport in California
with nearly 36 million passengers annually.

Page 34 - Palace of Fine Arts, built in 1915 for the Panama Pacific
Exposition, a celebration of the completion of the Panama Canal.

Page 36* - Pier 39's sea lions took over the West Marina, shortly after the
1989 Loma Prieta earthquake. Where sailboats once docked, now more
than 900 — mostly males - live in the winter, protected from the ocean.
During the summer, the sea lions migrate south to the Channel Islands for
breeding, but in recent years a small group has stayed behind.

Page 38* - Chinatown, established in the 1850s, is the largest and oldest
Chinese-American community outside of Asia, bordered by Powell,
Kearney, Bush and Columbus Streets.

Page 46 - Lombard Street on Russian Hill between Hyde and Leavenworth
Streets, often billed as the “crookedest street in the world” is, in fact,
neither the crookedest nor the steepest street in San Francisco, let alone
the world. Built in 1922 with eight switchbacks on a 40-degree slope,

the 1/4-mile, one-way street is paved with red bricks.
